
Secure Residential Treatment Facility
Design Narrative
→The attached SRTF is designed as an 8 bed facility.
→This design lends itself to easy expansion or contraction as needed. 
→The construction is designed to meet appropriate egress/fire Codes (if necessary) without the need of significant structural redesign. (6’ corridors, etc.)

→All walls are constructed to reduce sound and are reinforced with 7/16 OSB. 
→The floor plan is designed so the conference room, public bathroom, family/ therapy room are all accessible without having to enter the residents’ area.  
→The staff operations room is centrally located and designed with bumped-out walls to enable the staff a clear and unobstructed view of the common area, dining room and recreation yard.
→The bedrooms are 136 sq, ft. excluding the closet. (70 sq. ft. is the minimum required by the OAR’s)

→The closet is 64 cu. ft. (as required by the OAR’s) in each bedroom. 
→All bedrooms meet ADA floor space accessibility requirements.
→Each bedroom can easily be converted to meet complete ADA requirements as needed.

→All bathrooms meet complete ADA requirements.

→The finishes for the interior space will be durable and easy to clean (minimum carpet use, semi-gloss walls, RFP paneling in bathrooms, etc.) 

→All sprinkler heads on the fire sprinkler system will be the pop-down type; fire extinguishers will be mounted in recessed compartments.

→All glass (if not unbreakable) will be tempered.

→Security system will include mag-locked doors where needed, video cameras in all common areas, exterior entrance doors and any blind spots, alarmed windows and screens, alarmed fence and a intercom system.

→A fence around the bedroom area is optional, in place of locking windows.

→Not shown will be a detached storage building with built-in lockable storage compartments for individual resident’s personal belongings.
→The exterior of the facility will be enhanced with dormers, sky-lights and appropriate siding and roofing to minimize the institutional appearance.
